Editor's note: This is the fourth ot a
series of five articles written on education
by Dr. Arnold Bennett Hid), president of
the University of Oregon. Others will fol-
low at regular intervals.

The question may well be asked,
how can you train people in spir-
itual understanding ? How can you
organize the altruistic Impulses of
.youth so that they will find ex-

pression along useful and construc-
tive channels? Many contend that
it is impossible to provide emo-
tional training in an educational
Institution.

One incident comes to my mind
bearing upon this question. After
America had been in the World
War about a year, I met the first
American soldier I had seen who
had bsen In service over seas. 1

met him on a railroad train as
he was returning to his home aftei
having been incapacitated for fur-

ther military service by injuries
received in battle. 1 inquired if I

might ask him a few questions, to
which he graciously consented. In

a few words I had his story. He
was born on a farm in Wisconsin
He finished the sixth grade in a
rural school, and then went to
Racine where he began working in
a shoe factory. He was working
in n shoe factory at the outbreak
of the war. He promptly resigned,
went to Chicago, and volunteered
for military service. ; He went

through about eleven months of

training and then found himself in

the front line trenches overseas
Ke has been over the top three
times, was finally severely wound-

ed, and was returning home. He
was a typical garden, variety of

young American manhood.

found on the dead woman's arms.
Ho charged the defense with chang-
ing, midway In the presentation of
tho case, Its theory as to how theso
bruises could bo accounted for.

Considers "Confession."
' Tho prosecutor then turned his at-
tention to the testimony of Dr. Paul
B. Cooper, called to attend the dying
woman, who mode what the state re-

fers to as a "confession" that he
erred in the time element of the
case in his first statement to police.
Ho repudiated this Bocond statemont
at tho coroner's Inquest and from
tho witness stand In the murdor
trial. Tho discrepancy In the time
olemout was tho culminating cir-
cumstances in bringing tho first do- -
griH) murder charges.

The defense contondeel detectives
had "framed" Dr. Cooper and that
the "confession" was false.

"There are six points I want
to consider," Mowry decalred as ho
halted In front of the jury box.

"First, did Mrs. Bowles dlo of a
stab wound in tho chest? Second,
could that wound have been Inflicted
by un other person? Third, what was
hor state of mind on the morning of
hor death? Fourth, what were tho
clrcumManccs of her death. , Fifth,
could anyono else have had a motlvo
to kill her? Sixth, was that motlvo
a stronger ono than tho motive sho
had for suicide?"

"Tho defendants and tholr at-

torneys," tho prosecutor shouted,
"uro In tholr rights In asking you to
reject anyone's testimony, but re-

member this you dont have to be-
hove Nelson Bowles you don't havo
to bollevo Irma Loucks, You don't
have to bollevo their concocted story
of suicide."

"Witnesses," Mowry said, "are pre-
sumed to tell the truth, but this
presumption may be overcome by
their appearance on the stand.
