County Won’t Pay
Depository Bank
Service Charges

SALEM, Aprl 1 () — County
tronsurers have no suthority to pay
sorvige charges to & bank which nots
ns n dopository for county monay,
und may collect two per cent of the
dnty nverage from the bank for use
of such money, Attorney General L
H, Van Winikde held in an opinion
handed down here, The opinion
regarding depoaltories wns requested
by Altn King, district sattorney of
Lane county.

HKing stated the First Natloinl bank
of Eugeno, which oarrles county de-
posits, desires to withdraw liberty
bonds and' other collntern] placed with
the county trensurer as good falthy
ond substitute n bond of W surety
company, and desires that Lane couns
Ly poay the premium on the bond. Tha
county hns refused to do this where-
upon, Iy letter states, the bank Is
golng tp place o service charge upan
the county.

The attorney genera! further held:
upon questioning, that If the bank
ns depository, breaks its contrpct, the
cotnty may plpce Its deposits In
rnother bunk, and If no banks in the
county qualify, then It can be placed
in n bank outslde the county. The
county. I8 not required to poay the
promium gn o surety bond and 1t
cannot lawfully do so. Purther, Van
Winkle held, the county may not res
turn, securities until the necount s
settled,

In anpther opinion requested by
the state hoard of control, Van Wink-
le holds that lnmotes of the Oregon
employment institution for blind, un-
nbly to work, cannot be charged for
hoard even If the inmate is nble to
do #o. The Inmnte muny voluntarily
pay beard and room os & gift, and
1t may be accepted, but catering luto
econtract for such payment Is pro-
hiblted by the statute.
