April 2 VP) It will require many
years to rebuild Managua, which wns
virtually destroyed by Tuesday's
earthquake.

There is no exact Information on
the number of dead but It is believed
that it may reach 5.000 or more, as
many bodies still aro under the ruins.
(Advices from Managua this morning
estimated the dead at 2,000).

Survivors are leaving tho city by
every available means, some walking
and others making their way to rail-
roads. The city looks nearly deserted.

KouriK Crowded
Tho roadf around Managua are

crowded with crying women and
children, as they have
no food and thetr only water comes
from Lake Managua.

Tho city is controlled by United
States marines, tho Nlcnroguan na-

tional guard and a few armed civil-

ians. The marines aro concentrating
refugees at the base in Camp De
Marto where food and bedding are
being supplied.
