BALTIMORE, April 8 ym—Dr. Wil-
fiam 8. Baer, 58, internationally
kficwn orthopedio seurgeon, died yesa-
terdny of the effects of o stroke of
paralysis he suffered Bundny.

Dr. Baer was n member of the focs
ulty of Johns Hopkind medlcal school
for 32 yeamn; and his mame was cons
nected with o number of medical
discoveries.

The moat recent was the result of
his service in France as chief ortho-
pedie tonsultent of the Amprican
Expeditionary forces, He found that
the grub of the blus bottle fi¥
would clear up deep seated Infections
of the bone that defled all other
methods of treatment.

.An operation he performed  more
than 16 years ngo wos regarded ns
among the most remarkuble in bur-
gery. He broke the jaw bones of w
in his teens who haed beén born
‘without fjolnts, chiseled jolnts ond
made the child normal.
