U. S. Is Not Out
Of World Market

By Frank I. Weller
(Associated Press Farm Editor)

WASHINGTON, May 33 (ff) The
seeming discrepancy between the
farm board's position at the wheat
conference In London and .Its oft-to- ld

tale of depleted export markets
for American wheat revealed yester-
day that "qualifications" have at-

tended the board's acreage adjust-
ment campaign.

Sam it. AtcKeme, grain memoer
of the board, told the international
oarlev the United States "emphati
cally 1b not out of the world export
wheat market."

When this government declined an
invitation to attend the wheat con-
ference at Rome last March McKelvie
said It was because It did not want
to lead American farmers to neueve
they could compete In the world
market at current price levels. He
pointed to the government-supporte- d

spread of. about 20 cents a bushel
etween umcago ana juiverpuui vuiuaa

as indicative of tho benefit of an
American m a r k e t for American
products.It was explained at board head-
quarters that In the campaign to st

domestio production to con-

sumption the board never had lost
sight of the necessity for exporting
some wheat. '

It would be impractical, it was sam,
to set an arbitrary figure for. domes-
tic consumption and ask farmers to
produce no more nor no less.

The blunt "domestio baslB"' advo-
cated by Alexander Legge, former
chairman, did not carry to the public
mind the qualifications Imposed by
weather and the changing food, feed
and seed requirements.

The program to put American pro-
duction on a domestio consumption
basis, It was said, embraced iuu cog-
nizance that no given acreage will
return a .constant yield year after
year and that thero must be' some
wneat carriea over a& ne ena ui trooti
season to Insure against possible crop
failure the next season.

American mills require about to,- -
000.000 bushels of wheat a month
and It would be to endanger the
consumer to wind up the crop year
with empty bins and rlek the neces-
sity of Importing wheat over high
tarnx wans.

A "domestio basis." it was said
involved the produotlon over a long
period of years of a crop which in
tho aggregate would supply actual
and potential domostio requirements
witnout saaaung tne markets, witn
stocks in excess of those demands.:

Through' laughing at everyone In-

Through belittling others he mini-
mises his shamo at his own short-
comings. Through bragging loudly
ho tries to hide his own poor opin-
ion of himself.

The person who turns everything
Into a joke Is not apt to get himself
Into trouble slnco people are kindly
disposed toward whatever makes
them laugh. Btt the braggart Is a
boring and Irkftomo companion and
tbo mean tongued critic la sensed
as a dsngerous one.

A watchful mother can check tho
development of such troublesome de-
fenses. A hypor-crltlc- attitude in
a child Is usually his response to ex-

cessive criticism which has so humili-
ated him that he In turn wishes to
humiliate others. Such a child needs
to be helped through being approved
of as much as possible and through
learning to do things which will earn
him the and praise which
he desires.
