39 (P) The "somewhat cumber-
some" monoplane "Pacific" In which
Thomas Ash Jr., the American filer,
hopes to span the Pacific without a
stop, rested on the natural runway of
this beach today ready to take off
for Tacoma, Wash., at 7 a. m. to-
morrow (6 p. m. Friday E, S. T.)

Ash landed here at 3:34 p. m. to-

day (1:34 a. m. E. 8. T.) after a
flight from Tachlkawa airdrome

near Tokyo. He devoted the balance
of the day to inspecting and prepar-
ing his plane for the 4,400-mi- Jour-
ney across tho Pacific. Ho expected
to land at Tacoma from 40 to 50
hours after rlBing from tho beach
here.

The problem of getting the mono-
plane Into the air with a ton and a
half of fuel aboard was the chief
concern tonight of Ash.

A section of tho beach runway horo
waB planked for about 200 yards to
give him a smooth start. After the
plan shoots off the planked section
It will taxi along the bare beach, for
a mile or more. Ash planned to at-
tain n speed of 70 miles an hour be-
fore attempting to take It Into the
air.
