PORTLAND, Ore., June 0 UP)

Once more surrounding themselves
with the secrecy of an executive ses-
sion from which the press was barred,
members of the state board of higher
education met here today.

Primarily the meeting was for the
purpose of reconciling Oregon's high-
er educational problems with the
recommendations made by the recent
federal educational survey,, but the
board had another matter a more
recent development to consider.

For It was definitely assured today
that the Initiative movement to re-

fer the recent legislative appropria-
tion of 91,181,376 for higher educa-
tion was successful, and this ap-

propriation will be referred to the
voters at the next general election.

Far From Broke
It was understood at the outset,

however, that the board Is for from
"broke." It has Its receipts from
the mltlage taxes amounting to

for the present biennium,
and continuing appropriations given
by the legislature. The mlllage tax
is for tho university, college and the
Oregon Normal school . The Eastern
Oregon Normal and Southern Ore-

gon Normal schools depending upon
the legislative appropriation of

for existence.
C. L. Starr, president of the board,

said today before the meeting that
he had no Idea what action the board
might take.

Filing of the petitions will mean
a "drastic curtailment" in higher
education In the state, Starr said,
and there appears to be no ques-
tion that certain departments of
each of the five schools will feel the
axe of economy.
