Oregon, Jerrold Owen, executive sec- -

retory of the World war veterans'
state aid commission of Oregon, has
announced after a eurvoy of bonus
legislation throughout the United
States.

The Oregon veterans' state aid fund
provides loons NOT In excess of $3,000
on real property to Spanish-America- n

or World war veterans who en-

listed from thi state.- - The loans aro
amortiEed over a period of 26 years
ond draw four per cent interest with
NO administrative charge.

Oregon also has voted a cash bonus
for World war veterans, repayment of
which to the state Is required before
a vetoran Is eligible to the benefits
of the atatq loan, ; ,

Veterans l. California, may obtain
loans .as high as $6,000 on improved
farm or oity property, the state pur-
chasing the property outright and
selling it becH to the veteran on easy
terms. In that state tho veteran pays
a flat administrative charge of five
per cent of the total cost and the
loan Is amortized in 20 years, Inter-
est being paid during this period at
tho rate of five per cent.

, No Bonus in Some States
States which have granted .NO

bonus ,of any nature, Owen said, .In-- :
elude Arkansas, Oklahoma, Kentucky,
Louisiana, Nevada,. Utah and Ne-

braska.
Some form of cash bonus or edu-

cational aid hos been given by Minne-
sota, Wisconsin, Rhode- Island, Mis-

souri, Iowo, Colorado, Ohio, Michi-

gan, Massachusetts, Kansas, North
Dakota and Now York.

Tho Minnesota plan waa for the
cash payment pf 815 per month for
actual war service. This act was NOT

repealed but became inoperative In
1024. Since that date all bonus pay-
ments have been made by special act
of the Minnesota legislature.

In Wisconsin the cash bonus was
at the rate of $10 per month for ac-

tive service and educational bonus
