NANRING ATTACK REPORTED

WASHINGTON, Feb, 1 () — The
navy wns advised today that Jap-
enesa wnmhips at Nanking had open-
ed tire without warnlng on Nanking,
until last week the capital of tho
Chinese government,

The lons Ameriean deatroyer there,
the Simpson, changed Ita position to
be sure of safety.

The Jopanese have n strong force
of warships in the river there.

Bomo 200 American cliizens are in
the clty,

The destroyer Simpson, commanded
by Lieutenant Commander P. W,
Rutledge, 18 the only United States
war ehip nt Nanking, which Is 125
miles above Shanghal,

American consulnr officers therp
requested ndditionnl destroyers Sat-
urday, when threats of Japancags
Ohinese clanlies becamo noute. One
or more of the four destroyers which
arrived at Shanghal yesterdny will
bo dispatched up the Yungise.

The Simpson reported last night
that the Chinese have o large con-
centration of land forces there.

President Hoover was ndvised im-
medintely of the oritionl develop-
nwnt. Dunger involved wis far from
minimized, It doubtless means that
uny strong measures’ neccasary for
protection of American citizens will
be taken nt once,

Other powers probably will do lke-
wise, Colncidental with narrival of
the startling report from the Simp-
son, the Itallan governmoent notificd
Washington 1t wns foining with this
country, Great Britaln and Franee
in protesting sgainst the Japancss
course at Shanghnd,

Ambassador Demartino sald Rome I8

that Japancse potlions at Shoanghat
aro “dangerous,’

Commutider Rutledge of the Bimp-
son advised tho navy Inst night that
he had asked Chinese and Japaness
officlals st Nanking to give him suf-
flelent notice so that Americans could
be evacuated before hostilities opened.
At that timie both sides pssorted lioa-
tillties were not contemplated.

Consular afficers at Nanking on
Baturday warned Americans to be
prepored | to evacuate  within  two
nours. The Chinese were reported
nt that time ns throwing up. barrl-
ondes and sand bag cmbattiements
in preparation for an attnok,

Tho Obinese legution sald todoy
that reports from Its government was
that the Japaneso atipcka nt Shang-
hal were wnnton snd wore conductod
without regard to “any principles of
{nternational law.!

Thoe legation sald the Japanesoe at-
tacks on Shanghal Weore made after
the Chinese authority had virtually
ngreed. to pll Japanese demands.

The telegmm from the forelgn ofs
floo also sald, the legation reported,
that Japan had sent additional war
crift townrd Nanking,
