SHANGHAI, Feb. 23 Shanghai's

Tho fighting died down as darkness
come on and after 12 daylight hours
of severe fighting the battle lines
of both forces were virtually un-

changed.
Both sides sustained probably the

heaviest losses of tho four days of
furious fighting.

Airdrome Destroyed
The only success the Japanese

were ablo to eke out of the bloody
encounter was tho destruction of the
Chinese airdrome at Hungjao with
a heavy aerial bombardment. Tho air-
drome Is 5 mi lea west of Shanghai.
