Twonty different crimcB in Russia
to which capital punishment may bo

applied arc listed by Arnold Margo-

lin, former Justice of the Bupreme
court of appeals of the Ukraine. That
one which would be defined in this
country as first degree murder Is not
among them.
" Tho penal code adopted in 1920 by
tho Soviet Republic approaches crime
from a new angle. Tho codes of the
wostorn world have been founded on
tho old. Roman law which assumed
that tho criminal acted with malice
and was entirely responsible for his
deeds. Tho Russian theory Is wholly
deterministic. According to It, hu-
man actions arc predestined and there
Is no such thing as the free will of
tho Individual.

Crimes In tho now Russian law arc
'divided Into two classes; those against
tho Soviet regime, and nil other
crimes. Only thoso of the former a

kind aro punishable by death. They
include counterfeiting money, start-
ing revolutions, or carelessness In the
performance of official duties. For
all these crimes the codo prescribes
tho penalty, and If It Is death the
courts cannot give ft lesser sentence.

For other crimes tho code lists the
maximum penalty. For example,
premeditated murder is punishable
by not more than 10 years' solitary
confinement.

Tho Soviet criminal codo is In per
fect harmony with the communistic
princlplo which recognizes the stnte
first and the individual second. Yet
It is hard to reconcile this as justice.
Only In a country where human life
Is held to be worth very little could
murder be regarded as a far less
sorlous crime than the passing of bad
money. Eugone News.
