Harsh measures frequently bring
an lmmedlato compliance which we
take for success. But It Is safe to
say that especially In connection
with the establishment of good rou
tine habits they are bound to bring
failure In the long run and to cause
problems worse than the one they
wero Intended to cure.

Social democracy gave an excellent
example of discipline by voting for
a man whose philosophy of life runs
counter to theirs but whose honesty
and Integrity they respect.

In East Prussia, where the Nazis
did everything possible to undermine
confidence in tho government's con-

cern about this exposed province, the
president obtained 600.000 ballots
compared with 400,000 for Hitler.

Few Disorders
Although it was the most tense

election since Germany became a re-

public, it wont off with compara-
tively few disorders. There were five
fatalities. A Communist and a Nazi
were! killed in an election fight in
one of the Berlin suburbs and at
Hulckeswagen near Krefeld three
Communists were shot to death by
national Socialists.
