The president estimated the ald
required In meoting the Intereckt and
renewal of rallwny securities together
with thelr other obligations during
1932, would range fram $300,000,000
to 8400,000,000,

Estimuting that ns much as $80,-
000,000 might be provided by the
rallwny credit corporntion, the presi-
dent stated “resource to the Raecon-
struction corporntion by the raliroads
will’' bo much less than woas orlgin-
nily thought,'

‘Commenting upon the nerlea of
rallwny - conferences, olimuxed by ong
nt thp White House Inte- yeaterdny
with 18 outstsiiding*zallwny chlefs,
Mr. Hoover sald ‘‘the boosordidition
of progrmma nnd pollcleés has besn
nrrived At by the government nnd
the rallway ogencles to effect” i
maoeting of the situation, -

The president, in his statement
nndd:

“I hoave held o number of confer-
pnoel for survey of the rallwny situns-
tion nnd for determination of gen-
eral polleles In respoot to the rall-
ronds.  The elements in thess confor-
onees mre the directors and hends of
wtaff of the Reconstruction Finance
