Spraying
Pays Good
Dividends

In cdmpletcly exempting boxed
coast apples from the fruit em-

bargo against San Jose scale, France
has paid a high compliment to the
caro that Oregon ore hard is ts and those
of neighboring statos have given their
apples in the past, believes Dr. Don
C. Mote, entomologist of the Oregon
experiment station. With this ex
ample of the practical value oi dis
ease control programs, growers can
afford to be sure that this reputa-
tion Is maintained In future, he
says.

In response to many inquiries as to
the latest recommendations on San
Joso scale control, Dr. Mote says that
one good dormant spray a year of
either lime sulfur or oil is ordinarily
sufficient, but that If that spray
hasn't yet been applied promptness
will be necessary to insure getting
it on before the bud scales begin
to separate and bring danger of spray
injury. Any time before the buds
show green is safo, ho says.

Recommended strength of lime-sulf-

is 12 gallons of the stock liquid
solution, 32 degrees Baume, to 100

gallons of water, Ono good applica-
tion, thoroughly applied to every twig,
serves as a winter clean-u- p spray.

If an oil emulsion spray is used a
strength of four gallons of miscible
oil to 100 gallons of water is recom-
mended. For this late In the season
the mlsclblo oil is considered safer
than the other spray oil, known as
the quick breaking type, says Dr.
Mote. As oils vary greatly in char-
acter it Is recommended that tho
miscible oil used be between 50 and
70 in supination test and from 100
to 120 viscosity.

San Jose scale is an Insect pest
that not only works on the twigs
and limbs to tho detriment of tho
tree, but also gets on the fruit, leav-
ing a distinct and easily recogniz-
able mark even after the scale In-

sect Itself is removed.

Stockmen east of the mountains
are again faced with heavy losses
duo to a shortage of feed. Exery ex-

pedient has been used to keep stock
alive but losses will be heavy. In tho
desert, large numbers of old ewes
have- perished and loss of rango horses
hof been heavy. It 1b reported that
ono. horso outfit that counted three
hundred and twenty head last fall
has only twenty-fiv- e left. All oth-
ers 'have died. Losses of as high as
forty per cent of rango bands have
occurred In sheep outfits and wool
will bo short and the lamb crop
small. Cattle wintered poorly and
loss of heifers at calving time will
be high. Thousands of dollars has
been spent In shipping in concen-
trates and baled hay and the re-
sources of many communities have
been strained to the utmost to keep
livestock alive.

In most localities, stockmen wero
given financial assistance to help
them over this crisis, but In a fow
cases no aid was forthcoming. It is
mado by tho railroads on emergency
feod; but by the time this aid Is
given grass will be green and winter
gone.

Wind and
Weather
In Wallowa

WALLOWA, Ore. (Special) Typical
March squalls and thawing havo
been in progress in this section dur-
ing tho past week. With the milder
weather starting the early part of
tho week, rain began falling Wed-

nesday night and continued almost
steadily until Saturday. The depth
of the snow in most parts of the
community has been greatly less-
ened. Many of tho south slopes
along the foothills are practicallybare of snow at this time and re-
ports from some of the farmers who
havo been over their early pasture
land during the past few days, are
that now grass Is beginning to start
up nicely at this time. In a few
instances some of the small bands
of sheep are being placed on grass
part of the time and In addition are
being fed some hay and grain.

Freezes At Night
Some rather hard freezing at night

occurring the last of tho week has
slowed up melting of the snow to
some extent. However, with some
sunshine during the day, thawing
Is continuing and rrom present ap
pearances another week) of fthaw-ln- g

weather will seo most of tho
snow gone In a large 'part of the
community.

Water Well Started
Water has become qulto well

started In many of tho small crocks
and side canyons leading down from
the hill sections. Whiskey creek
some two or threo miles east of
town was said to be practically bank
full Saturday evening and somo of
tho residents there say that it Is
the highest It has been seen In
a number of years.

Roads Getting Rad
Road conditions aro becoming qulto

bad In many parts of tho commun-
ity. Tho most of tho snow has boon
melted from tho road surfaces on
nearby roads which are rapidly be-

coming deep in mud. Tho roads to-
ward Promise and Powwatka are also
reported to be getting quite had at
this time, with much of the road In
theso parts still being quite deep
in snow which Is breaking through
with tho thawing weather making
travel of ony kind extremely diffi-
cult.

Reports from various parts of the
farming community Indicate that
tho soil is in the best of condition
for taking In a large amount of the
moisture. Where the fields have
been deeply covered with snow dur-
ing the past two or three months
there has been but llttlo frost at any
tlmo allowing the water to) uoak
to a great depth.

O round squirrels continue to make
their appearance and In many parts
of the community they are said to
be more numerous than for a num-b- or

of years. Some early poisoning
has been done by farmers. However,
si nee somo bare ground wt th new
grass has been uncovered, they are
Bald to be eating but llttlo of the
poison.

It is apparent that there Is not
enough winter feed raised In East-or- n

Oregon to carry the present num-
ber of livestock in hard winters.
Sheep numbers have Increased, rango
cattle are slowly building up their
numbers, more grain and other crops
are being raised and In some sec-
tions formerly noted for feeding
areas, dairy cows aro using all of
tho feed. Either livestock must be
cut down pr mora hay raised.

With present prospects for suffi-
cient irrigation water, attention must
be given to Increasing the hay crop.
Prof. Jackman of the State college
states that this spring Is a very
promising one for seeding alfalfa
and the price of that seed is reason-
able. In counties where there Is a
county agent, seed can bo purchas-
ed through him at a reasonable price,
also advice can be had as to the best
method of securing an Increased
crop.

A dry summer, followod by a se-
vere winter has placed the livestock
Industry in a hard nosition. With
every prospect for a good grass year
and hay crop tho cattle must be kept
in tne country. jaiweman.

A smaller early lamb crop In all
xne western states witn as much
as a 10 per cent decreaso In Cali
fornia and from 3 to 6 per cent for
me country as a wnoio was indi-
cated In the special government re
port on early lambs Issued by tho
wrtjguu duiu) couugu extension serv-
ice.

The report for Orogon says that
Weather conditions all over the
state during the winter were un-
favorable and feed was short In
many sections. Ewes In early lamb
bands were in rathor poor condition
and losses of both ewes and lambs
were above average. Tho feed sup-
ply Is getting very short at the
present time. These same condi-
tions prevailed for the most part In
early lambs areas of Washington

I ana iaano.
I In the middle western and east-
I ern states and In Texas, tho early
crop is larger than last year and
tho condition of tho lambs Is good
to excellent.

I California's 10 por cent decreaso
was duo largely to poor condition
of many owes lost fan because of
aroutn and to. umavorame woath-o- r

and feed shortage during the
winter.

Now crop lambs wore offered in
Portland Mar. 0 for the first tlmo
this season. They sold as high as

10 per hundredweight. The bulk
of the old crop wooled lambs Bold
In Portland at $5.60 to $6 and up
during the week, ending Mar. 12.
which represents a gain of about
$1.50 since the middle of December.

The tendency toward dullness In
hog markets broke during the week
ending Mar. 12 when light butch-
ers at Portland brought a top of
(5.15 and Chicago Ti rices advanced
to $5 a hundredweight for tho first
tlmo sinco Port-
land and Chicago cattle prices
changed very little during the
week.
