WASHINGTON, Mar. 29 W) The

house was thrown 'lh-- turmoil to
day when Representative Lh Guardia,
Republican, - New York, attacked as

"slur" the statement by Repre
sentative Martin, Democrat, Oregon,
that he was socialistic.

Before order was restored, a dozen
members were on their feet seeking
recognition while the language used
brought Representative Crisp. Demo
crat, Georgia, to say It violated the
rules of the house.

Martin, a retired general In the
army, had criticized members of his
party for bolting their leadership and
following "my socialistic friend from
New York."

La Guardia shouted this was a slur
and as soon as he could gain the
floor said:

Every time there is a slurring
remark made against me I'm; going to
stand up and answer it."

La Guardia said that Martin, who
voted against the Swing amendment
increasing income, surtaxes, "draws
two checks from the government:
$6000 retirement pay and 910,000 as
a member of congress."

Martin took, the floor originally to
announce he would run for

emphasis, would undo "every effort
that Is being made to reduce govern-
ment expenditures and balance the
budget."

Words Emphatic
As he spoke to newspapermen

gathered about his desk, Mr. Hoove;
placed Increasing emphasis upon his
words In reading a prepared state-
ment held before him.

Concluding the brief statement, he
said sharply:

"That is all." ,

The president's statement follows
in full:

"Informal polls of the house of
representatives hava created appre-
hension in the country that a further-bonu- s

bill of $2,000,000,000 or there-
abouts for World war veterans will
be passed.

"I wish to state again that I am
absolutely opposed to any such legis
lation.

"I made this .position clear at the
meeting of the American Legion in
Detroit last Sept. 21 and the legion
has consistently supported that po
sition. I do not believe any such
legislation can become law.

"Such aotlon would-undo every ef
fort that is being mode' to reduce
government expenditures and balance
the budget.

"The first duty of every citizen of
the United States is to build up and
sustain the credit of the United
States government.

"Such an action would irrotrlvably
undermine It."
