WHAT ABOUT OUR BOYS?

A short time ago three La Grande hoys appeared before
Judge C. H., MeColloch in the cireuit court at Enterprise and
confessed three robberies. Ilach of the boys was sentenced
to a prison term and then paroled.

In the lecture which preceded the sentencing the judge
placed the responsibility for the waywardness of the boys
aquarely upon the shoulders of the parents. He asserted
that fathers and mothers who fail to provide attractive home
life, and who do not know where their hoys are at every hour
of the day and night, are vesponsible if' they go wrong.

Many people are inclined to believe that such hoys ave en-
tirely responsible and should be punished more severely,
while others claim that criminal tendencies ave the result of
mental deficiency. But the highest authorities agree with
Judge McColloeh in placing the blame on the home,

Dy, Amos T, Baker, psychintrist at Sing Sing prigon, said
that the mentality of most criminals: compaves favorably
with that of law-abiding eitizens, and thal most criminals
have gone wrong because of unfavorahle home conditions.

But what can be done abput it? There will always be
homes that are failures. Can society do what these homes
fail to do? Can the community help boys to go straight
when the parents are seemingly indifferent?

It is evident that something should be done to. dirveet
the older boys of the ecity into wholesome recvention. 1ew

The lad of 16 very often finds himself a misfit, and the
following period of two or three years is a dangerous one,
At 16 he is no longer a boy — in his own eyes, at least; he is
entering manhood and he is almost desperately anxious to
do the things that men do.

But the adults yvet look upon him as an unlicked cub and
refuse to treat him as a grown-up. He feels out of place—
logt between two worlds, ITe stavts dvifting, and the fivat
group that takes a veal interest in him, and treats him as
a more or less maturd individual capable of making his
own choices, is likely to win his permanent allegiance.

That group may be the church, the Sunday school, a
Christian young people’s organization, the boys own family,
a club, o neighborhood gang, or a pool hall erowd—or even a
few young loafers who arve veady to try any method of get-
ting something for nothing,

The community is nol measuring up to its opportunity in
this respect. We must realize move vividly the crying need
of providing wholesome recreation and guidince for oy
boys through the period of young manhood., There is the
socret of good citizenship.

LIVING COSTS DECLINE

Living costs 17 per c¢ont less today than it did two years
ago but 84 per cent move than immediately before the war.
Wages arve slightly lower than they were two vears ago but
congiderably higher than in the preswar peviod.

Food prices have slipped most sinee 1930, the averige drop
for 48 food commioditivs being 167 per cent ginee 1930 and
20T per cent since 1920, Clothing prices e per cent
helow what they were in 1920, Rents for the countyy as i
vholethave been reduced by 144 per cent sinee 1929, The
teduction for coul, gas and electvicity is only L3 per cent
fnd for drugs, furniture, veading matter and tobacco four
per cent.

There is little consolation in these figures for the family
entirely dependent upon chavity but they are symbalicnl of
a godsend to the millions who have been foreed to necept
wage and salary cuts, shrunken profits or to depend entively
npon savings.
