PARIS OP) A scaling down of!

reparations and war debts is enviB- -
aeed here as a possible outcome of
the Lausanne conference in June,
provided America agrees to cuts in
war debt payments due her.

While both liberal and conserva-
tive elements In France are in gen-
eral agreement with this view, the
approach of the May 1 voting for a
new chamber of deputies, and some
seeming changes In International
opinion, have retarded definition of
the exact position the French will
take at the parley.

Tnrdleu Tunes His. Ear
A new cabinet will come into pow-

er after the May elections and It
will have only a few weeks in which
to select Its delegation to Lausanne
and fix its attitude.

But going on the assumption that
he will remain as premier, Andre Tar-dl-

Is keeping his ear attuned to
Washington's reactions to the vari-
ous proposals. Like his predecessor,
Pierre Laval, he has already announc-
ed willingness to lessen Germany's:
burden provided there Is a similar
scaling down m payments to tne
United States.

Significant in this conneotlon Is an
Item in the recently voted 1932 bud-- ,
get showing an Income of 1,173,000,-00- 0

francs, roughly $46,900,000, from
reparations above what France must
pay to Great Britain and America.

U. C. Voting Figures
Some highly conservative elements

are urging the government to make
the Lausanne decision contingent up-
on American action or else merely re-

new the Hoover moratorium for
another year, thus postponing per-
manent German relief until after the
presidential election In the states.

Governmental quarters profess sight
of a swing in Great' Britain and Italy
from a demand for total cancellation
of both reparations and war debts,
to one more agreeable to the French
view of reduction and preservation of
the principle of reparations.

The press claims that this evolu-
tion in British and Italian opinion
has been caused over-nig- by publi-
cation here of figures showing the
per capita public debts, if

obligations were wiped out.
These figures were compiled by Sir
Walter Layton, British member of the
Young plan advisory committee which
sat in Basel last December.

Sees German Profit
His calculations gave a per capita

public debt of $40 to Germany while
Great Britain would have $750,
France $280 and the United States
$136.

Numerous political writers deduce
that these figures have convinced the
abolitionists that Germany should
continue to pay something.
