It takes money and time to land-
scape a heme and once tho shrub-
bery Is established and growing It's
gcod jUcigmeiit to keep it heaithy.

AU shrubs respond to the right
nourishment. It is easy to feed
shrubbery if you do It this way: In
tho early spring use a complete plant
,focd, broadcasting it at the rate of
four pouiu's per one hundred square
feet of the area lying beneath the
spread of the branches.

A second feeding should be given
the shrubs about two months after
tho first feeding. This application
should be mado at tho rate of about
two pounds per one hundred square
foot cr one-ha- lf of the spring appli-
cation. If the shrubs nro growing as

on either Okie of the hedge at the
rate of four pounds for ench fifty
leet oi row. me plant rcod should
cover the soil as far away from the
baso of the hedge as corresponds
with tho branch spread. In mast
cnficn tills will not be less than two
feat on cither sido of the hedge. In
each fcec'lng work plant food light-
ly Into tho soli.
