Hoover Puts Veto
On Act Pertaining

To Indian Claims
WASHINGTON, Apr. 20 W) Prcsl

dent Hoover Monday vetoed his sec
ond bill of the present session 01 con
ureas, send in k back to the senate an
act pertaining to certain claims of
Indians rciding in mo suue 01 ure-eo- n

on the irrounds that It would
place upon the government "unknown
burdens or expenditure.

Thi. rolectcd bill wouiJ confer up'
on the court of claims Jurisdiction to
hear and determine claims of certain
tribes in Orciion.

Tho president, In a brief veto mes-

sage, asserted the bill "throws tho
door wide open" to many unknown
claims of ancient origin.

"I want full Justice for our Indian
wards," the president sold, "and would
have no objection to the presentation
of claims arising under the treaties
named In the bill, both ratified and
unratified treaties."

The president said, however, he had
been advised all funds promised to
the Indians In question under ratified
treaties had been appropriated and
naid. He contended it would not be
proper for the government to obligate
liseii arier vo years w ueiena buii
for unknown claims not based upon
any regular treaty, ogreement, act of
cciiKress, or executive order.

Tho first bill vetoed by Mr. Hoover
this session was a measure for tho
private relief of a single individual.
