1 "Is the Lindbergh baby alive or dead?"

flier as Mrs. Lindbergh assisted by Betty Goiv, the
nursemaid, put her son to bed at 7 :30
o'clock. '

Mrs. Lindbergh last saw the baby in his crib with
Miss Gow bending over him. Then she went down
s tail's. Half an hour later the nursemaid stopped
on her way to the kitchen to say the child had gone
to sleep. ' i

At 10:30 Miss Gow ran into her mistress' room
and. asked if Colonel Lindbergh had taken the baby.
When the mother was unable to answer the nurse
maid, followed by Mi's. Lindbergh, ran down to ask
the father himself.

Rest Beside His
Four Sons Today

Elaborate Funeral Ser
vices Held for President
of France, Victim of As-

sassin' Bullet.

PARIS, May 12 (P) President Paul
Doumer, victim of an assassin's bul-
let, was laid to rest this afternoon
beside the four sons whom he gave
to France in the world war.

The body was taken from the Pan
theon, where It had been carried
after elaborate funeral ceremonlos.
Followed only by his widow, their one
remaining son and other members
of the family, this simple procession
moved ' to Vauglrard cemetery where
there was a brief burial service.

Tens of thousands of Parisians
jammed the streets this morning and
stood in solemn silence as the fu
neral procession filed by on Its way
to the cathedral of Notre Dame.

It was such a funeral as Paris had
not soon since the beloved "Papa"
Joffre, hero of the Marno, was burled
in January, 1031.

A king and four princes of the
royal blood trudged behind the
rumbling artillery caissons all the
way from the Elysee palace to the
cathedral, a march of an hour and
a half In the warm, damp morning,

was celebrated by Cardinal Verdler,
archbishop of Paris who wore a blaek
and silver chasuble over his flaming
red caRsock.

WASHINGTON. May 12 (P) The
compromise federal relief plan dis-
cussed today between President Hoo
ver, congressional and federal fi-

nancial leaders Involves an Increase
In tho borrowing power of the recon
struction corporation by $1,600,000,000.

Under the proposal, the corpora-
tion would be authorised to make
loans exclusively to states up to a
total of $300,000,000. This money
would be limited In use exclusively
for relief purposes.
