Ho won and two years lator he
was elected for his second term,
which will expire Jan. 1, 1033.

So ends the story of the strange
friendship of 30 years standing be-

tween the governor who came up
from the sidewalks of New York via
the Fulton fish market, nnd the

On the Dutchess county
cBtato of hla father who was vice
president ot the Delaware & Hudson
railroad - Franklin Delano Roosevelt
was born on Jan. 30, 1883.

Amid wealth and plenty, tho boy
grew to young manhood. Ho had
French and German governesses and
private tutors, spent his vacations
nt his father's summer homo In
Maine. i

Tho governor's earliest recollection
concerns a storm at sea whllo re-

turning from a visit to Europe with
hlfa parents on the White Star liner
Germanic.

As Franklin Roosevelt grew older,
ho spent several summers touring
Europo on a bicycle with a privuto
tutor.

Later, ho went to Oroton, n
school for boys. In lOOOi

ho entered Harvard at the nge of. 18.
Ho played football on the freshman
team, rowed with tho freshman crow
nnd been me editor of tho Crimson.

After ho wns graduated from Har-

vard In 1004 ho wns married the
following March whllo attending Co-

lumbia University law school. At the
cloeo of the school year, he and his
bride went to Europe on a belated
honeymoon.

In 1010, Roosevelt gave up the
prnctlco of law to run for the state
senate In his home district Ho cam
pnlgned In an automobile, a novelty.
In those, days, won the farmers on
a platform that called, among other
things, for standardised barrels, and
wns elected.

Roosevelt had hardly entered the
legislature when ho begun his fam-
ous right agntnst "Blue-eye- d Billy"
Khrehnn. Uuflalo Democratic boss,
who was Tammany Hall's candidate
tor United States senator. Roosevelt
charged Sheehan wns too close to
"the interests."

Defying Tammnny. he organised a
filibuster whtch held out for many
weeks and finally defeated Sheehan.

In the legislature, Roosevelt met
Al Smith, who had come up from
New York as an assembly man nnd
the long friendship between them
begun.

In March. 1013, President Wilson
appointed Roosevelt assistant secre-

tary of the navy under Secretary
JivM'phus Daniels.

He held this post throughout the
World war, handling most of the
navy's huge purchases of supplies.
He Is given credit lor the Idea that
brought the North Sea mine barrage.
a chain of mines 340 miles long laid
to stop German submarines.

In HtJO, Roosevelt wns nominated
as the Democratic vice presidential
candidate, made the cnmpatn;n with
Cox and went down to defeat in the
H.mtmg landslide.

Leas than a year Inter In August
lt31 Roosevelt suffered the great
tragedy ot his life. He was spending
his vacation at his summer home
near CnmpobrUo. Me., nnd hc gone
tor a swim. Returning, he sat down
in his wet bathing suit to read his
mall.

That night he was taken ill. lly
morning, he was paralysed from the
hips down. Doctors pronounced It
Infantile paralysis. From that day
to this he has been a cripple.
