FIFTEEN CANADIAN
FIREMEN KILLED

Injured List .Mounts Past
60 As Recoveries Are
Made From ' Wrecked

'
Ship's Hold. ?.

MONTREAL, June 17 W) A series
of terrific explosions tore the oil
tanker Cymbeline wide open in
Montreal harbor today and brought
death to an estimated total of 23

men, and Injuries to 63.

Ten bodies had boon recovered at
noon, nine hourB after the first blast,
and 13 others were believed to he in
the wrecked tanker's hold.

Fifteen of the Injured were fire-
men called out to combat, flames
that followed the first explosions.

Flaming oil shot 100 feet In the
air when the first as
100 workmen were rushing, repairs
on the Cymbeline in the Great
Vlckers drydock.

A number of minor explosions oc-

curred and an hour later, while fire-
men were fighting tho flames and
searching for victims of the blasts,
another detonation, more severe than
any of the others, shook the damagod
ship.

In this final blast flrq Chief Rnoul
Gauthler was killed with four of his

' 'men. '
Tho bodies recovered were those

of Gauthler, his four men, and five
employes of the Vlckers company.

who Is a visitor In La Grande and
Union tills week from Jackson Hole
country, says. Mr. Ricker Is one of
tho most widely known of all tho
guides of Yellowstone Pork, b pend
ing his springs, summers ond au-
tumns guiding pnrtles through the
park and tho high mountains of the
Jackson Hole country on Hunting ana
fishing trips.

Jackson Hole Is ono of the most
beautiful sections of Yellowstone
park, and tho little town with
winter population of 500 swells to
40.000 and 50.000 people during the
summer. Easterners and Westerners
hired by the tolcs of the high moun-
tains, tho J. Y. Dude ranch, the fish
ing and big game hunting, come to
Jackson Holo bnforc entering Yellow'
stone Pork, and for days beforo tho
opening of tho national playground
the Jackson Hole country Is thronged
with fishermen and hunters. After
the season closes In the fall, the Hole
country lends Itself for a winter play
ground where skliers make Jumping
records and tobogganers slide down
the natural runways, exhilarating In
the thin pure air.

Rodeos are a common occurrence
In the Jackson Hole. country, and Mr.
Ricker, between trips guiding tourists
or sportsmen through the park, helps
stage the rodeos, having received his
early training In staging rodocs from
Fred and John Spain in union, wnore
he has since spent several of his win-
ters.
