BONUS REJECTED i

Last night the Senate voted decisively agninst the pay-
ment of $2,400,000,000 in war compensation certificates to
the veterans of the World war. Only eighteen senators voted
in favor of the measure which the lower house had passed
with a comfortable majority.

The senate vote was no surprise, but it was proof thut oup
senators do have convictions and the courage to stand by
them. Party lines were forgoiten. Thirty-five Republicans
and twenty-seven Democrats voted against the hill, proving
that there was no attempt on the part of either party to gain
favor with the veterans at the expense of the country in
, general. !

It took courage to vote against the bonus,  Every senator
knew that the veterans have tremendous influence through=
out the nation, and that his neghlive vote might cost him
many votes when he seeks re-election: * Every senator was
also well awnre of the army of veterans; 23,000 strong and
constantly growing, which filled the senite galleries and
averflowed out onto the capitol steps and lawns and into
outlying districts of the
hungry, jobless men demanding the payment of their certi-
ficates.

Those veterans had stood around the capitol all day long,
and were in no pleasant mood as night settléd down over the
city. They were drenched with rain and enked with mud
and not too well fed.  Armed police offictrs were hiding away
in the cellar of the eapitol, prepared for the worst, In this
tense situation sixty-two senators, one by one, voted “no"
cand defeated the measure.

Probably the only thing that prevented o demonstiation
was the fact that most of the veterans believed the bill would
be reconsidered next week. Just hefore the vote was tiken,

Senator Thomas, of Oklnhomi, came to the capitol steps and |

told the men he would change his “ave' vote to “no", thus
gaining the right to make a motion for reconsideration,
one knows what might have happened if the veterans had
believed last night’s vole was finul

But oné thing seems certpin: the veterans will not gain
their goal by violence or coercion, They probably have no
intention’ to do so. They may receive federal aid of some
sort, but it secms likely that any fo Ioaid will be granted
fo all the unemployed rather than to veterans alone,  If e
peoplé must pay billions for unemployment relief, it seems
only fuir that evervone should be treated alike,
