SAID ‘UNWORKABLE'

Reminds Democrats That
He Was Against Vol-
stead Act When Wet
Army Was Small.

CHICAGQO, June 29 (M—A call for
repeal’ of the 18th amendment and
immediate modification of the Vol-
stend act came from Alfred E. Smith
today shortly nfter the campalgner
of 1928 hiad arrived to dispute the
nomination of hin former political
frignd, Governor Franklin D, Roose-
velt,

Hin first statement on the convens
tion scene wns restricted entirely to
prohibition. It gave no hint of the
Intensity of tho party dispute that
was atirring leaders, mado np men-
tion of Rooscvelt or of the coming
contest over permanont chalrmans
ship of the convention which will
bring the first test of the sirength
of the Roosevelt forces

Need Liguor Tuxes

Smith called the 18th amendment
“unworkable” and demmnded it re-
peal. He sald the Volstend not should
be changed to permit the sale of
beversges of n ressonuable alcoholic
content, thus diverting “the profils
of the bootlegger into  leglitimate
taxes."

His atatement follows:

"The 18th amendment should never
have beéen put Into the constitution.
It ts unworkable, I attacked it from
the time 1t was fimt proposed and
prophesied Its falluore ond stated that
It would be proved to be the greatest
CUrSy EVer b OVEr on RR unsus-
pecting people.

"I fought It when It wis unpopu-
lnr to take thint slde of the lssue In
many parts of my own stato and in
many other parts of the unton and
when every weapon of narrow-minded
Intoleranoo wes turned sguinat me.
