THE “GOLDEN" HARVEST

A few years ago, about this time of the year, newspapers
throughout the great Northwestern seetion of the United
States — the wheat belt of the continent — devoted a great
deal of space to stories of the beginning of the "golden” har-
vest, The whent crop was about to he harvested, in other
words.

It had a double meaning, this adjective that was so often
uged. Anyene who has driven through countless neres of
ripening grain, aceepted without question the approprinteness
of the term; and when wheat was selling at $1.50 to $2 a
bushel, the growersand the buyer alike agreed on the effec-
tiveness of the word “golden’ from a financial standpoint,

The first of this week the annual harvest started in many
gections of the northwest, although in the Grande Ronde
valley and other wheat centers located in higher altitudes
the erop will not be ready for the combines for some time.
But the word “golden' is not heing used in this year's news
stories! A

Th yields may not be of normal size, due Lo weather con-
ditions oceurring between planting and harvest, but in most
seetions the quality will be excellent, The great grain bins
of the Northwest will he neavly as full s usual — yet there
ig no rejoicing. The practical side of that adjective “golden”
is no longer fitting. Wheat at less than 50 cents o bushel
at Portland and Chicago and other marvketing places, does not
mean profits in the pockets ol the grower — in many cases
it means losses!

But there is a ray of hope! The price may inerease; and
on this thin possibility, the farmer continues to do his work,
store his product, and patiently wateh the market quotations
day by duy. Someday the long predieted upwarvd trend may
begin (there arve indications that it alveady has) and then
wheat also will recover its normal value,

It seems to us that that would be one of the (ivst signs
that we cun depend on that the silver lining is about to come
through the clouds that have hovered over the world for the
Inst three or four years, When the farmer once move can
realize a substantinl profit on his year of labor, then the
Sgood-time” period will come into existence again,

There is no guestion but that the farmer is the “back-
bone' of the nation and when the baekbone beging function-
ing, then the vest of the body will spring into new netivity,
Then the lumberman will reopen his mills, the mevehandiser
will find a market for his goods, the now idle lnhor will be
sought after to oil up the wheels of industry, and the con-
stant need for velief and more velie! will fade into & noymal
nhlivion.
