EXPECT MILLION GATE
One million persons are expected

to view the competitions. Because of
the large number of sports, it will be
impossible for one person to witness
all the events. On the sixth day of
the games, simultaneous competitions
will be held in six sports.

Winners In Individual events will
be presented medals and diplomas.
The nation scoring the highest num-
ber of points will be likewise hon-
ored. Judges have been selected
from each of the competing nations.

On the opening and closing duys
of the games, spectacular cere
monies will be conducted In Olym-
pic stadium. The competing ath-
letes will stage a gigantic parade on
the opening day and take the tradi-
tional Olympic oath. The closing
ceremony will be featured by mak-

ing of awards.
The oath the contestants will take

follows: "We swear that we will
take part In the Olympic games in
loyal competition, respecting the
regulations which govern them and
desirous of participating in them
in the true spirit of sportsmanship
and for the glory of sport."

Mony points In golf instruction
have changed iqonsiderably during
the past few years. .

For instance; It used to be felt
that no golfer's technique could bo
perfect if the right elbow was not
kept In close to the body during the
swing.

We now find, however, from care-
ful study of our star golfers par-

ticularly through the use of motion
pictures that It is Impossible to
keep the right elbow In such i posi-
tion without bending the left arm.'

Quite naturally we may be guilty
nf oniiHT in thn nnnndln evlrnmn

land raising the rlcht elbow too hluh.
This also will ruin a swing.

The point to keep In mind Is that
the left arm must be straight as It
guides the clubhead back slowly
along the ground, and the left shoul-
der must be kept down so that it
passes right under the chin.

Keep tho right elbow In a comfort-
able position near the body, but
make no effort to hold It In a man-

ner which will restrict the straight
left arm.
