Summer.

DE3ENZANO, Italy, Aug. 19
Prof. AugUBte Piccard rested today
after hla record-breaki- ascent Into
the stratosphere yesterday, announc-
ing he would begin immediately to
prepare for a third ascent from the
northwest shore of Hudson Bay, In
Canada.

"The moment we finish the work
of calculating the results recorded by
our Instruments on yesterday's
flight," he said, "we will begin pre-
parations for the third experiment.

"We plan to take off from the
northwest shore of Hudson Bay, as
close as we can get to the North
Pole. Our purpose will be to com-

plete the study of cosmic rays at a
point where the lines of magnetic
force penetrate the stratosphere.

"A solution , for many scientific
problems will be .provided when we
know how the rays act under these
conditions."

next summer.

His next scientific move, he said,
would be to take the Instruments
he carried with him yesterday to a
height of more than 10 miles above
the earth, to Zurich, Switzerland, the
starting point of his flight, to have
the seals removed and the results
verified.
