On Slow Demand
WASHINGTON, Aug. 32 Domestic

grain markets remained unsettled
during the week ending August 10,

but weakness predominated toward
the dose of the period, with prices
mostly below a week ago, according to
the weekly grain market review 01 xne
U. S. bureau of agricultural econom
lei. A continued dull demand fea
tured tbe markets for both bread and
feed grains. Receipt of wheat were

relatively light, but with tho lack of
an export outlet, offerings were

easily sufficient for current trade re

quirements. A continued slack snip
ping inquiry for feed grains weakened
the corn, oats and barley markets,

despite only moderate offerings. Rye
was featureless and mostly followed
wheat. Flax was Independently firm
under the influence of unfavorable
prospects for n fields and
fair crusher demand for current of
ferings of seed.

No outstanding changes occurred in
the general wheat market situation
during the week. Preliminary esti-

mates of. northern hemisphere wheat
crops indicate outturns about equal
to last season. World wheat stocks,
which have held at high levels since
the abnormally large accumulations in
1920, have been reduced and at the
first of August this season showed
below those of a year ago. The record
North American stocks appear to be
more than offset by reductions In
other areas, particularly ln Continen
tal Europe, where Buppllcs are report
ed at a minimum.

Pacific coast wheat markets were
weak, but price declines were less
marked v than at Eastern points,
Threshing became general over East
ern Washington during the wee with
yields below earlier expectations but
quality about equal to average. Mar

ketlngs remained relatively light, with
receipt .at Puget Sound and Columbia
river terminals totaling only 764 cars,
compared with 1.201 cars for the cor

responding week last year. In addition
to the car receipts, over 37,000 bush
els of wheat were received at Portland
by river boat and nearly 17,000 iush
els by truck. Demand was fairly ac
tive from local mills but Inquiry for
export grades was rather dull. No
export Bales of either wheat or flour
were reported during the week since
local prices were several cents above
current export bids. At the close of
the market Aug. 19, B. B. blueatem
hard white was quoted at Portland ax
62c, soft and western white at Doc,
hard winter, northern spring and
western red at 64c per bushel sacked,
baats No. 1. No. 1 dark hard winter,
12 per cent protein, sold at 68c per
bu., sacked.' No. 1 hard white was

quoted at Seattle at 62c, western
white and western red at 55c, sacked.
No. 1 basis. No. 1 - dark northern
spring, 16 per cent protein, from
Montana Was quoted' ln bulk at 69c.
Several cars of new Montana spring
jwheat received at Spokane during the
Veek were reported of good quality
but the test weight averaged about 1

lb. per bu.-- less than early receipts
last season.

California wheat markets were quiet
and slightly lower than a week ago.
Offerings of local wheat continued
light with holders In the Sacramento
and San Joaquin valleys asking about
10c per 100 over terminal market bids.
Milling demand was of fair volume at
San Francisco but supplies were be-

ing obtained principally from north-
ern markets. Use of feed barley con-

tinued to' restrict feeding of wheat so
that demand for feed grades was lim-
ited. At the close of the market Aug.
19, No. 1 hard white wheat was quoted
at San Francisco at $1.15 per 100,
sacked, and No. 1 soft white wheat
at $1.12.. Washington and Oregon
shippers were offering No. 2 western
white and No. 2 soft white at $1.0 7 14

$1.10 and bluestem No. 1 hard
white at $1.20 per 100. sacked, de-
livered dock San Francisco. No 1 dark
northern spring, 14 per cent protein,
was quoted at $1.25 per 100 ln bulk.
Idaho and Utah shippers were quoting
No. 2 dark, hard winter, 13 per cent
protein, at $1.12 per 100 ln bulk, de-
livered Central California points. The
Los Angeles market was slightly
weaker reflecting principally the sit-
uation In outside markets. A fair
trade prevailed in feed wheat but pur-
chases were mostly limited to light
current requirements. Mills were gen-
erally drawing upon previously pur-
chased supplies and wero taking only
moderate amounts from current of-

ferings. No. 1 hard white sacked was
quoted at Los Angeles Aug. 19 at
$1.16. No. 1 soft white at $1.1316
$1.16 and No. 2 or better western
white at $1.10 per 100.

Harvesting of spring wheat ln the
United States is practically completed
except ln Montana and Is well under
way In Canada. Weather during the
week was almost Ideal for harvesting
In that country but a further decline
In yield prospects occurred as a result
of dry weather and high temperature.
Trade estimates now place the Cana-
dian outturn at around 425.000.000
bushels. Harvesting In Russia con-

tinued backward with only a ltttle
over half of the harvesting plan com-

pleted at the 10th of August. Serious
rust damage was reported In Czech-
oslovakia and along the Oerman Pol-
ish border as far north as East Prus
sia. Harvesting made good progress
