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SCIENCE AND SUPERSTITION

Scores of people in La Grande peerved up in the sky yester-
day and with the protection of smoked glass or photographic
negatives were able to see the moon slide gradually in front
of the sun, until about 30 per cent of the flaming solar syr-
face was hidden from view, and then slide away again on
its course through the heavens,

Clouds interrupted the view at times, but they were go
thin and broken that the entive process of the eclipse could
be followed without much difficulty. But in the areas of
the United States and Canada where the sun was totally
eelipsed there were clouds so dark that many secientists who
had travelled thougands of miles to view the phenomenn
were greatly disappointed.

This leads us to ask the question: “What is there shout
a solar eclipse that makes it worth while for scientists to
spend hours of time and hundreds of dollars in their at-
tempts o view it?"

In the first place let us remember that it is the work of
the scientists that has libersted a large portion of the human
race from the ignorance and superstition which once existed
almost universally, Before the spread of secientific knowl-
cdge a solar eclipse struck tervor into the hearts of all who
witnessed this strange phenomenon. One writer tells us that:

“Among the early tribes and yaces of mpn the feeling ex-
