Chile Recoverey
Speeded Up As

Election Nears
11 Harold P. llrajnan

SANTIAOO, Chile lP Th8 gov-
ernment Is intensifying Its efforts to
have the nation in good economic
condition before the October 30 elec-
tions. In which voters will select dele-
gates to a convention which will write
a new socialistic constitution.

Continuing the government pro-
gram, which previously had set Sep-
tember 10 as tho approximate date for
the elimination of unemployment in
Chile, President Carlos Davlla has de-
clared "war on all economic fronts
against the crisis."

Government Backs Campaign
By a campaign of propaganda, ad-

vertising, motion picture films and
mass meetings, the government ex-

pects to cut down unemployment .to
a minimum, Increase production to a
figure approximating "good times,"
and bolster public confidence In the
peso, the latter an admittedly huge
task.

Labor Minister Juan Rcsettl, one of
the president's closest advisers, has
Initiated a drive for higher salaries
for employes of all classes.

In Itself, the move Is viewed as an
official admission that the peso has
slumped so far, that present wages
are Insufficient In the face of the
Increased cost of living.

Cabinet Bucks Speculation
The entire cabinet Is assisting the

new price control board In an en-
deavor to eliminate speculation In
prime necessities. There has been
some hoarding by middlemen, and mv
ioao cn. ara iaa-AH tiaM i.

Vices for meats, bread "and otj
foodstuffs are set by the board.

The mint has placed In circulation
several hundred thousand of the new
one -peso piece. Much smaller than
tne old ps0 nd containing far less
silver, this new coin is designed to
eliminate hoarding of silver money,
for Intrinsically It is worth little.

Hundreds of thousands of the old
heavy silver peso are out of clrcula'
tlon, because they are of higher In-

.trinslc value than the present street
rating of the official peso.

of beer consumed would amount to
a billion dollars over night and wipe
out the treasury deficit, some ho.ve
said. Dr. Poling stated that tho edi-

tor of tho Christian Science Monitor
found, after calculation, that if such
a sum wero to be raised with the tax
that each family In the United States
would have to consume 12 ft gallons
of beer a day.

To better conditions, he believes,
all enforcement in the state of Ore-

gon should not be withdrawn, but
those that have been started should
bo completed. Dr. Poling urged his
audience to vote this fall so as to re-

tain the prohibition enforcement
measure in the state police of Ore-

gon since, he believes, the small corps
of federal men will not be able to
handle the situation.

"Repeal Is not a prohibition ques-
tion," the dry leader states, "but I
am appealing to your patriotism when
I ask you to vote against repeal. If
enforcement is taken out of Oregon
then it will bo like a thief who has
