Canadian Grain to Enter
United Kingdom Free
While U. S. Exports
Must Pay Price.

OTTAWA, Ont, Oct, 13 (F—New
preference tarifes negotiated at the
rocent Imperinl trade conference be-
tween Canado nend CGreat Britein bo-
came effectlve throughout the do-
minlon today,

Manufacturers genernlly halled the
new rates In favor of Canadian-Brit-
Ish trade na mnrking the first step In
mn arrangement which ls expected to
glve Cannda an ndvantage over Ameri-
enn and other foreign competition
and confine mueh British trade with-
in the emplre,

The new schedules cover a wide 1ist
of products, agricultursl and indus-
trinl,  including Canadinn wheat,
which will enter the United Hing-
dom free, while n tarlff of about 4.33
conts n bushiel will be levigd on Amer-
fean nnd other forelgn wheat,

Other Canadian agricultural prod-
ucts which will be on the free llst
entering the United Kingdom. In
comparison with a conslderable tariff
tax levied on almilar products from
forelgn couniries, are flour, rye, bar-
lay, oats, peas, clover seed, hay, bran,
shorts, ml;tlllllnﬁn. outmenl, npples,
pluma - and pears.
