Tho stroke of master diplomacy In
effecting the Franco-Americ- ap-
provement was described as having
been; accomplished when Mr. Cox cast
aside all traditional diplomatic tac-

tics and laid his cards on the table
regarding the American position.

The French, who were severely
burned in the post-w- Inflation, are
said to have been completely lacking
in comprehension of the American ln-- j

ternai program and its definite ob
Jectlves. -

They wero fearful that tho United
States was on the road, to wild infla-
tion which would have world-wl- d

repercussions. Mr. Cox and Mr. War-

burg put them right on this matter.
That the French had been willing

to quit the conference over the
stabilization issue was authoritative
ly confirmed. With the parley ap-
parently safely through this major
crisis, both tho Americans and the
British expressed highest (hopes of
real accomplishment.
