For a number of years we used
this storage water for our domestic'
aupply, but as It had to be chemically
treated with copper sulfate, , lime.
chlorine, and other chemicals to
overcome the contamination of de
caying logs anj stumps, range live
Btck, and algcf it was found to be
undesirable. In the year 1925 a sys
tern of branch pipes extending to the
flowing water of upper Beaver creek,
Cool creek.
