them died of amall pox on the plalns.

The response waa given by Uncle
Dunbam Wright und his hearers mar-
vellsd at the mental alertness and
phyalenl strengthe of this 83.year-old
ploncer, whose naomo I8 g0 closely
linked with the history of the Grande
Rande valley and the larger Unlon
county. as well as the entire state of
COregon In whose legisinture he sers
ved when a young man of 30 yeam.
