OLD AGE PENSIONS

County Committee Draws
Up Budget Saturday-Hear- ing

Scheduled for
Nov. 13.

'A tentative budget calling
for a reduction of county
taxes $51,836 was drawn up
here Saturday afternoon by a
budget committee consisting
of County Judge U. G. Couch,
Commissioners W. R. Ledbet-te-r

and Tom Johnson and citi-

zen members J. J. Foley, J. A.
Gaskill and George Benson.
The reduction was made pos-
sible by a plan to refinance
bonds, which will , give tax-

payers a two-ye- ar breathing
spell. The: reduction, also, is
in spite of a new item of
$40,000 for old age pensions,
made necessary by the law
passed by the last: session of
the legislature. ,

Many Items were reduced and a few
were Increased,, but on thOjjvhole the
budgetf 'Shows'' the bluest fpcau'ctlon.
in many years.

Hearing will be held Monday, Nov.
13 at 0 a. m.

In the refinancing, It Is planned
to pay (200 on each tlOOO bond due
now and refinance the remainder.
Under the plan, the present bonded
Indebtedness would be retlled by Jan
uary, 1945,. but payments when
resumed In two years would be

only about half as large as this year,
when $96,000 - was entered In the
budget.

Interest payments will continue uiv
interrupted, it was said.

Tho .communication from, Federal'
administrator Hopkins was received
at tho governor's offices hero today.

Hopkins Informed tho governor,
It was learned, that tho state must
match federal relief funds and a rec-

ommendation for n s)eclal session to
euro for relief needs was recomminded
to Meier. Whon tho governor calls
the session. It was reported the letter
suggested, the federal government
would care for relief during the re-

mainder of this year, but that further
was Impossible.

These developments coupled with
information previously obtained,
strcngthend tho speculation that tho
date of the session would bo either
November 27 or December 3, with tho
former date preferred. This would
end the session In tlmo for legislators
to got home bcforo Christmas. The
slato constitution limits a special
session to 20 days.

"In most all the
towns they made all wear mourning
and they arrested some for saying
they did not care."
