The robbery of the Wallowa Stock-
growers and Parmers Natlonal bank
last Monday noon was the third bank
robbery in the history of Wallown
county, according to Information re-
celved hers from Enterprise

On October B, 1BRI, o stranger ap-
pearad at the oashler’s window In
the Wallowa National bank at Enter-
prise and asked W. R, Holmes, cash-
ler mncd manbhger, If n man namod
Smith had sent in a deppsit from
Portland, Mr., Holmes gave a nogi-
tive reply, and found himself con-
fronted by n platol, and & command
1o put up his hands, Mr. Holmes
obeyed, and two robbers rified the
vault. They carried off 83400 In cash

and rode out of town on thelr horsos,
escaping to the south. They were
never capturid although they were
known, as they had been around
town several days before the robbery.

The next robbery was ocommitted
In Joseph Oectober 0. 1800, At 0
o'clock In the Afternocon. J. D. Mo-
Cully, assistant cashior, was in charge

of the First Bank of Joseph, Tha
regular cashier, R, H. Mller, wua
nway on vacation. Threo men on-

tered the bank, Frod Wagner hap-
pened 0 be passing, shot and kllled
one, but the robber with the monoy
reached his horse and rode away and
WS never seen azaln He carried off
some 82000 In gold and cwrenty.
