THREE PROJECTS
NEAR HERE LISTED

Old Oregon Trail Would
Get $1,168,000; Lake

Highway $100,000 ; Flora
Road $20,000.

When decision was reached tn
Portland Sate yesterday that a loan
of $15,000,000 for highway coils t ruc-
tion In Oregon would be sought from
the federal public works fund, It was
announced that provision was made
In tile total for numerous, project
over the state, as well as the two
Portland highways to the sea.

Included In the allotments asked
by the highway commission and the
governor, was the following: Old Ore-

gon Trail highway 1,168,000; Wal-

lowa Lake highway 100,O0O; Enterpri-

se-Flora highway $20,000.
Whether the loan is approved or

not remains to be seen but officials
have given assurance that If it Is ap-

proved, this section, of Eastern Ore-

gon will get nearly a million and a
quarter of the total. Of the total,
points east of the Cascades would get
$4,500,000.00.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28 (IF) Hlghi
er domcfftlo prices and better Inter,
national dollar exchange rates, plus
normal seasonal changes, wore cred-

ited today by officials with helping
tho United States to turn an un-

favorable 24,O0O,O0O .trade .balance In
August Into a favorable balance of
413,000,000 last month.

In announcing today that Septem-
ber Imports woro 147,0O0,00O against
exports of 100,000.000, B. A. Tupper,
of tho commerce department's divis-
ion of economic research, said it was
natural for lost month's exports to
rlso about 14 iper cent above August
because of seasonal factors.

But tho Increase was 22 per cent,
Jumping from 13t.000.000 In August;

Moro favorable dollar exchange was
credited with at least a portion of
this reversal. !

Total exports so far this year were
estimated at 1.104,000,000 against

1,181,000,000 last year; imports
