Clarified Today
PORTLAND (Special) Due1 to the

fact that considerable confusion ex-

ists' concerning the provisions of the
masieV retail code, the Portland!
trlct headquarters of the national re-

covery administration, acting on or-

ders from Washington, today issued a
list of businesses exempt from the
retail code lately approved bjr Presi-

dent Roosevelt. .

,The following lines of business d?
nbt corns under the provisions of the
master1 retail Jbde: milk and its pro-
ducts. tobaCcb and its products, foods
arid, foodstuffs, dispensing of drugs,
medicines or medicinal supplies by a
dentist doctor or veterinarian', pro-
vided' such dispensing Is Incidental to
their practice; any ibrancli of retail
selling already covered by ah accept-
ed , eddd, such as gasoline and oil,
new dnd used automobiles, lumber
and timber products and oil burners.

All other sales at retail" are covered
by the retail code. However it was
announced from official sources that
the selling of newspapers', coal and
farm1 equipment at total! would
shortly be covered toy special stays
regarding certain provisions 01 the
code; or that they would soon bt
given' separate approved codes.
