Requirements of Hog
Contracts Explained

(Continued from Page On)
his contracted acreage, the largest
amount he planted In either 11)32 or
1033 between tho same dates. All

crops except pasture aro Included,
though fruits, strawberries and other
crops requiring more than a year from
planting to harvest arc counted In
the yenr in which harvested.

For example, ir a farmer's highest
planted acrcsge In 1032 or 1033 wan
260 acres and he now has 30 acres
contracted to tho government either
under the wheat, corn or other ad-

justment plan, lie will, under the
curn-ho- g contract, not bo allowed to
seed more than 2a0 acres for harvest
in 1034, excepting for pasture .

As to acreage of specific crops. thlH
ecctlon of tho contract prohibits in-

creasing tho acreage for sale of any
of those designated as a basic com
modity In tho act, or for any feed
crop other than hay. This means
that a hog contract signer In Oregon
would not be allowed to Increase his
wheat acreage planted since December
1, even though he had not signed a
wheat contract. Feed crojw not to bo ofIncreased ineludo oats, barley, rye,
grain sorghums, soybeans, rowpeas or
other crops customarily used In feed-
ing 'livestock. Such crops os are fre-

quently harvested to be fed as grain
cannot be counted at exempted hay
crops, even though the intention is beto use them for hay or pasture.

Much the same situation applies to
Increasing livestock. Tho total num
bcr of dairy cows kept for milking by
the contract signer during 1034 must ofnot be greater than the highest num-
ber of dairy kept In 1032 or HU3.
Calves or other dairy stock not being
milked are not uifecied bv this rul-
ing.

Similarly If beef cattle or any other
livestock aro added to the act us basic
commodities similar limitations will
apply after such amendment take
ellect. but any Increases made before
that tune are not construed as a vio-

lation of the contract. All livestock
limitations follow the producer and
not the land.

With an exceptionally early spring
this year, it Is Important that corn-ho-

contract sinners become familiar
with these provisions without delay,
believ.'s County Agent Avery. In order
that any spring planting may con-
form to requirements and not cause
delay in making suiwequent benefit
payments because of failure of a farm
to pass Inspection as to total crop
acreages or livestock holdings.

Treasury Survey
Seeking To Halt

Double Taxation
WASHINGTON. D. C. The United

State Treasury Is seeking a solution
for the problem of double taxation

Officials working under Roswcll
Maglll. departmental tax adviser, aro
gathering statistics on the subject
with the Idea of formulating a pro
gram not only to simplify the com-

plicated American tax system, but to
enlist the aid of the states In estab
llshlng a more equitable system.

The problem has baffled federal
and state o'.iclals for years, 6ecre
tary of the Treasury Morgenthau re
cently told the House Ways and
Means Committee, and the federal
government apparently lacks the au-

thority to institute a uniform tax
system.

Numerous taxes now are duplicated
by federal and state governments,
sometimes also by counties and s.

Gasoline Is taxed cumu-
latively by all four with tho result
that in some places the total tax
actually Is higher than the retail
price. Individuals and corporations
doing business in several states must
make tax payments to each. Like the
federal government, 22 states levy in
come taxes. There are duplicating
and cumulative taxes upon tobacco,
admissions, motor vehicles, and other
commodities and assets.
