CWA workers this winter dredged
the lagoon and found more than
10,000 golf balls submerged In mud-
dy silt. Harry Schopp, professional
at the course, said the balls would
average 50 cents apiece In original
cost.

The manner In which the balls
rested in the lagoon would give
geologists material from'.1 which to
write of the development
of golf. There were layers on layers
of balls, separated by thick strata
of silt.

Tho balls at the. bottom were
made of gutta percha,' which Is not
used now.

Since the water hole was estab-
lished in 1913, men or boys through
the years have had a concession at
the tee for the recovery of balls
which did not clear the lagoon, and
with tho Increase in popularity of
golf, the concession has been a
profitable one.
