How to mount mint stamps is a
subject that the average collector has
difficulty in deciding. Peelable hinges
In many times have not been satis-
factory, when removed they either
remoTe the gum from the stamp or
many times do not peel from the
stamp, but tear leaving a part of the
hinge stuck to the stamp. Rubber
cement Is now being used for mount-
ing stamps by some sump collectors
with very satisfactory results. The
cement Is applied to a minute spot,
which will bold the stamp firmly, or
It may be spread over a larger part
of the stamp If desired. The cement
is readily peeled from both the stamp
and album leaving a clean surface,
without Injury to either. Use only a
pure clear transparent cement of the
purest quality that Is made for phila-
telic use. Inferior cement often con-
tains acid, which will ruin the gum
and also change the color of the
stamp. Transparent art corners are
being used by many collectors for
mounting mint blocks. A water-pro-

cellophane envelope
Is now being used for mounting
sumps and their use protects the
stamps from fingerprints, grease,
dust, and other possible damage. The
cellophane may be fastened In the
album either by transparent art cor-
ners or by an invisible adhesive.

Representative Mott has Introduced
Into congress a Joint resolution to
authorize issuance of a three-ce-

stamp in honor of Jason Iee, Oregon
missionary, who established the first
permanent American settlement in
Oregon.

The Xth Olympiad commemorative
stamps in the 3 cent and 5 cent de-
nominations was Issued in recogni-
tion of the International Olympic
games held at Los Angeles. Cal., from
July 30 to August 14. 1932. The two
stamps are of the regular size and
are identical in every detail except
as to color, denomination numerals,
and centra! subject. The
sump Is printed in purple and has
for the central design the likeness of
an Olympic runner in a crouched
position. The sump Is print
ed In blue and as the central subject
a representation of a Roman discus
thrower, back of which is an outline
of the globe with the lower part
obscured by clouds. The central sub-

jects are In oval panels In the shape
of a horseshoe with open part below.
Within these panels, is the Insert p--
tlon "Xth Olympald-Lo- s Angeles.
1932" In white Roman. Across the
top of the sumps in a panel are the
words "United States Posuge" In
white Roman letters. Within a cir-
cular panel in each lower corner Is
the numeral "3" or conforming
to the denomination of the stamp.
Connecting the circles containing
the numerals Is a narrow panel, con
taining the word "cents" In white
Roman. On either side from behind
the upper part of the horseshoe panel
rises a smoking torch. These stamps
were placed on sale at the post office
in Los Angeles. Cal., on June IS,
1932. The stamp, was an Is-

sue of 166,900,400 stamps and the
stamp was 44,235,800 stamps.

Officials today were conducting an
Investigation to determine the cause
of the derailment, which hurled the
engine on Ita side, upended several
coaches and caused others to lean
precariously to one side. ,

B. W, Richmond, of Laramie, en-

gineer of the train, suffered body
bruises and a possible rib fracture.
J. W. White, also of Laramie, the
fireman, was cut on the bead. Both
were treated at a hospital here.

Dr. Raymond Barber, a Rawlins
physician, went to the scene of the
wreck with company officials to give
first aid to Injured passengers. He
said none suffered hurts more serious
than bruises and scratches. None
was given hospital treatment and Dr.
Barber said he did not obtain their
names.

"I was amazed that the engine--
men and the passengers in the de
railed cars were not injured more
seriously," Dr. Barber told tbe As-

sociated Press.
The train was the first section of

the flier which operates between
Chicago and Portland, Ore. Following
behind were the second section and
a local passenger train. No. 27.

All the passengers of the first sec
tion, officials said, those
hurt, were placed aboard the two
other trains.
