Frecancels are  postage stamps
that have been overprinted with the
name of the city In which they are
meant 0 be used. Stamps are pres-
cancelled to save time and labor in
the post offices, where Iarge lots of
mall are recelved from users of the
mail, such as mall order and whole-
eale houses, mall advertisers, ete.
It s necessary to have n permit to
use  precancelled stamps and when
the malled matter ronches Its des.
tinatlon, the stump becomes vold for
further postal use, There are many
.umnrm types of overprinting used
| in precancelling our postage stimpa.
