"white top," is most prevalent. He
reports that the spraying which has

3,been done haB proved quite effective,,
and that this, will' be continued,' .in'
hopes that this weed ..will be stamped
out.

In all there Is approximately 30
acres of this weed in Union, county,
which Is a very small proportion con-

sidering the. vast acreages of other G.
counties which are overrun with this
weed. The largest portion of this
land is located near Union, with some 2.
near North Powder and some North
of La Grande.

For the spraying which was done
last year a chemical compound of cal-

cium chlorate was used, which usually
kills all vegitatlon, but because of
the deep roots of this weed, it Is much
more difficult to kill than ordinary
weeds.

This work was done at tho re-

quest of a committee from Pomona
grange and other Interested farmers,
and Mr. Avery suggests that any
farmer who is not familiar with this
weed, and believes that there .Is a
possibility that some of it. may be
growing on his land, should bring a

sample of the weed to his offico for
examination.
