sermon ever preached In the Oregon
territory.

A forest fire In the Whit-

man national forest east of Cove ami
on the north nork or Catherine creek
some 12 miles east of Union, was

drought under control yesterday, ue-t- x

iv ling to announcement from the
rnnwt service with headquarters In
Ifeiker. This was the most merlons
Hie to occur so fur this year In Union

county.
The blaze, started by a sheep her-

der's campflre. It Is said, was reported
nt 1 p. m. Wednesday and a crew of
men dispatched by Hanger Keith

of Covo for the scene an hour
later. Delay was encountered because
of the poor road and long walk from
where the cars had to be left. Eigh-
teen men, mostly from Cove, iuuht
the flames, under direction of

"Shorty" Pulp, regular fireman, at
Summit Springs.

The burned area was covered with
lodge pole, alpine fire and spruce
which was valuable principally lor
watershed protections. It was not
merchantable timber.

This fire, the only one now burning
on the Whitman, Increased the .area
burned over to 120 acres to date this
year, the Baker office reports. Last
year 83 acres were burned. Little
property loss has occurred either year.
