District Shows Six Gains

And Two Losses.

A decided Increase In travel over
most highways tu this district ns
coin pared ulth July was revealed In
the August count, conducted at eight
different points. The count, which
was conducted Sunday, was tabulated
late yesterday.

The greatest Increase probably was
on the Old Oregon Trail between
Mcachom and La Grande. The count
was made at mile post 262, five miles
east of Mcacham, and revealed 764

cars compared with 643 lost month,
an Increase of nearly 40 per cent.

DERN APPROVES

SEALOCKS PLAN

FOR BONNEVILLE

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14 (P) Tho
war department announced today
that Secretary Dern, upon recom-

mendation of tho chief of engineers,
has approved changes in tho plan
for tho Bonneville dam on tho Col
umbla river to cost an additional
91,200,000.

Tho modifications approved by
Dern wore:

An Increase In tho length of tho
lock at tho dam lrom tho 300 feet
In tho present plans to 600 foot, and
In tho depth over tho sills, now 15

feet, to 27 feet at ordinary low waters.
Tho present width 'of 70 feet will

bo retained to tho end that this lock
may bo usablo If at some future tlmo
a channel Is provided In tho
