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Between British operations In Greeee, and
Russian operations in Poland, patient, ide-
alistic ex-Governor Lehman, head of UNR-
RA, is having serious diffieulties. Though
Poland probably has sulfered more than any
other country, UNRRA has only just been
able to start workers and relief toward that
wir-torn country.

It wag lost summer that the Lublin gpv-
ernment ssked thot UNRRA send o mission
to help Polund. Governor Lehiman's office
Immediately drafied a reply. But the U, S,
office of censorship stepped in and said that
the reply could not be sent to the Lublin
government by uncoded radio betause it
involyved information regarding the move-
ment of supply ships and personnel,

Whereupon Governor E,I_.L-lmmn's office
asked the stale deparument to send the mes-
sage in code to the Americon embassy in
Moscow, which in turn was to ask the Rus-
sian foreign office lo deliver \he message to
the Lublin Poles,

The state department and the embassy in
Moscow were glad to comply and the moes-
sage was pussed on to the Soviet foreign
oflice, Several weeks passed und Governor
Lehman assumed thot the mesdhge hind been
delivered,

Then, suddenly, the Soviet foreign office,
in rather an #ggrieved manner, returned the
messige saying that it could not deliver it to
the Lubin government. The Lublin Polen,
it was explainod, were g separale govern-
the Soviets snid, Goverhor Lehman should
ment and no port of Moseow:  Therefor,
communicate with them direet,

Thig, 'of course, was exaelly what Goy-
ernor Lehman had teied to do, but hod bheen
barred by the U, S, eensor,

In the interim, Lehmaon had troubles with
Moscow regarding the guestion of sending
UNRRA workers into Poland to distribut
supplies. To try to iron out these difficuticos,
Lehmaon proposed going personally to Mos-
cow to confer with Stalin. For o time he
thought this was all set.

Then, suddenly, ot the Montreal UNRRA
canference last fall, Soviet Delegate Vasil
Sergeev got up antd gnnounced bluntly and
publicly that Lehman couldnt go to Mog.
cow

Under UNRRA rules, its own  interna-
tional workers must distribute relief in cach
tountry and nationils of that country are
not tg he in charge. Howevers the Russiang
have heen suspicious that UNRRA workers
were disguised intelligenee agents and their
suspleions were heightened by the way Col

L. F. R. Shepherd operated for British intel-
ligenee |n Cirecee under the guise of an'UN-
RRA worker.

Despite rebufls, Governor Lehman keot
on patiently pushing ald for Polind and now
his efforts have succeeded, Since the Yalta
eonforence iromed out the status of the Lub-
lin Poles, Russia has consented to have UN-
RRA workers go to Poland, and supply ships
have nlrendy deported. .
