. Dr. Caesar testified that “the praotéction
afforded to Chase was justified on the
ground that it had been active on behalf
of Germuny before the war in such matters
us the German ‘stond-still’ eredit negotia-
tiong.

The Britigh bonks,” he said, “were even
mote preferred by the Germuns than the
branchesa of Chose and the Morgans, The
German oteupying aulliorities decreed thut
Britlsh tind Cantdian banks in the ocdupied
zone of France ‘shull no longer be considered
us enemy banks' These hranches proyided
long-term credits to sssist the German war
machine, They supplied the Germans with
general  ceonomic  informution  obtuined
through their offives in unvecupied Frange,
and thoy were particularly useful as deposi-
tories to the German authorities

Bul especinlly significent were some of
the letters found in Dr. Caesar's flles, Ons
indicated that the J. P, Morgan company had
gone out of its woy to curry favor with the
Nuzis by showing that the Morgans had
nothing to du with Jews. One memo sent
to German-banking-czar Caesar by Mr. Les
ceytre, o high offleial of the Morgan firm,
read:  *On the attached sheet there s rep-
resented some information relative to the
predecessors of Mr. J. P, Morgan, actual
head of J. P. Morgan and Co, Inc, New
York. Following the tradition of his father,
