The Negro, Huddy Ledbetter, better known
os “Lead Belly” is probably the nations must
putstanding folk singer, has made hundreds
of recordings for the library of congress. But
in San Francisco, Petrillo’s musician's local
union § denled him the right to mike record-
ings with thrée white musicians — Ellis
Horne, Squire Girsbach and Paul Lingle,

Ed Muoore, vice president of local 6 and
Sevretary Jack Haywood telephoned Petrillo
in Chivago to usk whether Ledbetter could
pluy with the three white musicians and got
the word “no”

There hos been a long standing rule in the
San Francisco Bay arca that Negro musi-
ciang cannot play in public with whites. But
loenl 6 once hefore stretehed this rule to dis-
criminate aguinst Negroes even on private
recordings where the pulliehas no idea who
the muglcinns are, and whether' they are
white ur black,

The other notable vase was that of 04-year-
ald Willle “Bunk" Johnson, legendary trums-
pet genius supposed to have been dead but
disgovered working in a colton field, He was
one of the inventors of jazz in New Orleans
at the turn of the centucy, and the teacher
of Louls Armstrong. Time magazine devoted

Art, Bunk Johnson was [orced 4o return east
