Fails to Bring
Jobless Problem

LOS ANGELES, May 30 (UP)
"Postwar" is here already for

thousands of Lop Ajigl.'les-arcl- a

war workers, but government
and Industrial leaders expect con
tinuing war contracts to prevent
any manpower glut at least until
well Into next year.

When the glut does come, local
manufacturers hope to bo ready
for It, through a chamber of
commerce educational program
based on the assumption that 75
per cent of southern California's
new labor force will still be here
when the war is over.

War Jobs Decline
Falling omployment is reflect

ed at three major war plants.
California Shipbuilding corp.,
builder of liberty ships, trans-

ports and victory ships, had 0

employes al its peak. It now
has 18,000. And its current con-

tracts last only until Dec. 31,
1945.

Lockheed aircraft corp. had a
peak payroll of 90,000; by July 1

will have cut this to 40,000. Doug-
las aircraft co. once employed
100,000 at three local plants; it
now has 50,000, but its summer
scneuuies call ror a gradual in-

crease.
Other war plants have lost

workers as well.
But with this pic-

ture of declining employment
exists immediate need for 8500
workers in shipyards, aircraft
plants, transportation industries,
heavy duty tire plants and other
war jobs.

WITH THE 25th DIVISION AT
BALETE PASS, Luzon (By
Wireless) There I was, up at
the tunneled command post, my
combat boots plastered with wet
clay, my poncho diipping, my tin
hat carefully in place since we
wi re within range of a Jap mor
tar.

I was feeling every inch tho
war correspondent. But this
seemed far enough to go. Tomor-
row would be another day. I

might as well go on back with
Colonel Johnson.

And then some ptople came
down the muddy steps to the
entrance to the cave. Officers
end men, to say nothing of
myself, gaped. For here in this
Godforsaken muddy rainsswept
spot were two women!
They were Chinese news

paperwomen from the Chungking
Times of Manila. They were just
stopping in with Maj. Charlie
Sun, on tne way up a few hun
dred yards forward, where a com
pany of crack Chinese troops
Horn Manilu, attached to this
division, were bivouacked.

One was Miss Josefa Go, 40.
The other, a cute and tiny child
whose short boots were inade
quate against, the thick mud, was
Miss Mci-La- n Owyong. I asked
how old she was..

"What do you guess?" she
asked. I guessed 2u, and she
said, "something like that."

Well, losing face fast, the big
strong newspapeiman went on
down the hill and left it to the
ladies to plow forward on foot.

Colonel Johnson pointed to big
trees as we walkc-- toward the
Jeep.

"Mahogany," he said. "Good
red mahogany. See where a
shell has split that one open?
Now that we are getting a road
op here some smart Filipino will
come in logging and make a for-

tune."
It was raining harder still as

our jeep started, and the slippery
mud gave it poor footing. We
hadn't gone a hundred yards

it got stuck. We got out
and pushed, the wheels throwing
mud over us. We started again,
but this time the jeep slid half-
way off the road and. stopped at
a precarious tilt. We gave up
and walked.

It was downhill, but no fun.
Combat boots have little traction
after they're smeared with wet
clay.

We passed a bulldozer trying
to improve the road. mud
doesn't bother those babies. We
passed sopping linemen stringing
wire. And a lone rifleman taking
occasional shots at something
moving at the foot of the hill.

"Probably a chicken," he said.
"But why take a chance?"

"The bulldozeis are winning
this war up here," said Colonel
Johnson. And it's easy to be
lieve. All over this area you see
new roads carved around the
ridges. Without dozers to make
roads the supply problem would
be appqlling. It's bad enough
now. .

This division uses as many as
3,000 Filipino laborers to hand-carr- y

supplies and do other work.
You see them everywhere, bent
under loads lashed to
metal packboards.

The Filipino carriers get hot
food to the men at the very from
except when the rains make the
going too hard. The food is d

fiom the battalion kitchen in
bie "marmitc" cans slung on a
pole.

When hot food can't be
brought, the' men cook
on those little stoves like tlie
one Ernie Pyle used to prize.
Every squad has one. And the
C ration, with its variety of
meals such as chicken and
noodles, beans and frankfurters.
meat and rice, is not a bad dish

Chinese Continue
Gains Over Japs

CHUNGKING, May 30 (UP)
Chinese minister of information
Wang Shih Chieh today declared
that the capture of Nanning by
Chinese troops had definitely cut
the Japanese lifeline across the
Asiatic mainland from Korea to
Singapore.

Wang said the cutting of the
direct route between north China
and the Japanese southern em-

pire had "an important bearing"
on future warfare in southwest
China, Indo-Chin- Thailand and
Malaya.
