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Washington Merry-Go-Round

WASHINGTON—Tlie French-Syrian prob-
lem hos been like o shower of cold water on
diplomats engaged in hammering out the
United Nations pesce machinery—especially
when it comes to the veto power.

Suddenly they have come gmack up face-
to-face with the fact that under the Yalta
yveto formula, their new peace muchinery (1)
could not prevent the French from shooting
Arpbs; (2) could not investigote the quarrel
between the French and:the Arabs; and (3)
could not effectively tell the French Lo stop
shooting Arshs—unless the French wanted
to be prevented, wenléd to be investiguted,
ar wanted to be seolded,

Being 2 member of the big five, the
French 'could exervise thelr gight of veto and
stop any real outside Interference.

The absurd poradox in the whole situation
is that the U. S, stute department has been
sending notes and oril protests 1o the Freneh
urging them to stop, But once the San Fran-
cikeo peace machinery is get up, the stule de-.
partment will have litle right or power to
lodge these protests,

All his has been the subjeet of the stiff-
est stcret debatles in San Francisco.  They
wore held behind closed  doors, where the
protests of little notions nearly blew the roof
off,

What especially burned up the delegutes
wis the contention thal any of the big five
eould even veto discussions and verbal pro-
posuls for settling o dispute

“"We don't mind 4 velo shooling
maleh, because the big Tive hove to curey
the burden on shootiog," summed up Auss
tralia's External Minister Evatt. “What we
do objeet to is o vito on a tulking mateh."

All the small nations loked to France to
carry the ball for them, Bul the French
delegation  ducked,  The Svrian-Lebanon
dispute was 100 hot and they wanted the
right to veto any interference in it

Result was that Australin’s Evaott, who hog
turped out to be the most effective smaoll pas
tions operator ot Sun Franelseo, picked up
the ball, guve the g five o real for
theit money, Evatt, o dovoted diseiple of
Presidient Roosevelt, told friends he was con-
vineed' the lote president would have agreed
with him ir alive. Evat! rallicd 0 number
ol smaller nations, started things of [ quiet.
Iy at one of the commiltee mectings at which
he had asked that British under secretary of
foreign affairs Alexander Codogan be pres-
ent to explain the Yalta voting formuln,

Codognn finally agreed.

Then up sprang Evatt again and in blis-
tering langunge tore into the hig powers'
righe to veto even discussion of an incident,
Lord Cadogun squirmed, Evutt was sup-
ported by The Netherlands, oppased by the
Ceechoslovaks

Next day Evett did some quict lobbying,
came to the evening session with new sup-
port. For the first time one of the Latin
Americans sided with the Australian-New
Zonland-Netherlunds group.  Stately Chilean
Foreign Minister Joayuin Fernandez arose
and said:

"Doctor Evatt’s attitude as to the veto is
magnificent. All T can do s say that Chile
agrecs 100 per centy Anything 1 could uadd
would only vonfuse ths spue

Soviel Ambussudor Gromyko then rose Lo
sy the smoller notiong would hive to trust

“If the big five can't work together,” wr-
gued Gromyko, "there will be no pesce uny-
way,"

Bespite this, the opposition slowly gath-
ered steam. Canada, Belgium, Peru, Mexico,
Cuba, Columbia, Ecuador, El Salvador,
Greece and Norway swung behind the rep-
resentatives of Australio and New Zealand.
Only South Africa supported the hig five
along with the Crechs, Yugosliavs und the
bwiu Hussian republios.

Laord Codogan followed Gromykas's words
with an appeal for faith and hope. He was
secunded by Senator “Long Tom™ Connally
of Ty

In the end, Australia’s Evalt proposed that
the smaller nations have the right to sub-
mit their objections and questions to o con-
ference subcommittee composed of four big
powers and [ive small powers,

We ghould Lry to remember that Eng-
land's present politieal differences, like
ours, are primarily of a domestic nature.
Churehill's foreign poliey is aimed at
preserving the empire in status  quo
ante bellum.  With this the Inglish
publie seems generally to agree.

But there is clearly o large segment
of the English public whose views are
rellocted in the labor party’s program
of partial nationalization of industry,
fighter control of bunking and mono-
polies, and a more  =ocialistie, state-
controlled economy such ns Sir William
Heveridge has proposed.

The elash  between  incompatable
foreign and domestie policies in Enge-
land has been a long time rewing, Now
that it's here, Amerviean purveyors of
public and  private opinion might re-
member that the English know the pros
and cons of the situation better than
wo, and that it s their own purticulan
business to settle it.

As Tor those lessons we eould teach
e Fngligh, they might take note that
we dindulged in pamescalling, oven as
the Engelish have wlveady started to do.
And they might aceept our assurvince
that, as usuil, the practice wits unjust,
i beconimg sd inflnmmatory, and thm
i the end they conld not refute o fact
proved vepeatedly on the battletiold and
